Commonsense would be useful in expanding queries

Helping you to find someone at a college even though you spelled their name wrong

Software Agent using common sense

Scenarios

Exchanging phone numbers is a hassle


Writing their names in by hand is slow


Common sense searching through other phone user’s databases

Voice activated name recording

PDA cellphone application

To Do list

Type in current location, suggestions for what to do

Cellphone panic button – call which friend advice in store, after class to hang out

Cellphone email agent


Urgent messages sent to your phone


User defined preferences on what is important

Searches text for: “meet at <time>”, “someone died”, “time switched”, “getting married”

Certain threads on an urgent message can be sent to your phone (replies to Subject: When are we meeting guys?)

Email agent:

Prioritize emails that need your reply

Finds “as soon as possible”, “when you get a chance”

Counts number of question marks in a message, ranks

Tracks who you send most emails to, develops intuition

Categorizing phone contact lists by interest group (already been done)

Embarrassing to have phone ring in a quiet place.

I have this common sense database tool, OMCSNet

It has a lot of common sense relationships that can manipulate text

Cellphone To Do List

Cellphone knows when to reject calls


Categorize people into groups (friends, family, coworkers, acquaintances)


Set profile to Studying – will reject everyone but family


Can tell when a call is important or not depending on your context, even if you forget, so it won’t ring when you don’t want it to

Real time cellphone profile switches by your aim away message.


If you’re chatting, it knows that you have time to take phone calls


If you’re studying, it knows to make it silent


If you’re in a sleeping, it knows to make it silent


If you’re in a meeting, it knows to make it silent


If you’re out on a date, it knows to make it silent


If you’re in class, silent


At work, silent


Playing golf, normal

Real time cellphone profile switches by your palm desktop software


It sees the events on your schedule and switches the profile accordingly


If you’re in class, it knows to make it silent


If you’re in a meeting, it knows to make it silent


If you’re at a birthday party, it will make it normal

Commonsense should be able to infer from the event entry if the event needs your cell phone to be silent or not

Commonsense inferences from your schedule also can send you text message reminders of important things.  Paper due on a certain date, it can send you a reminder a week earlier if you’ve started a draft.  Test on a certain date, can send you a reminder a week before to ask if you’ve started studying.  If you have a hot date, it can remind you to buy flowers.  If you have an interview, it can remind you to dry clean your suit more than two days before.

Commonsense reasoning in personal schedule organizing.  If you don’t have common sense, or you are absent minded, this agent will remind you of related things at the appropriate time.

Forgot to order flowers ahead of time for date

Forgot to start writing paper

Forgot to buy a present/write letter for a birthday

Forgot to write thank you card after an interview

Forgot to follow up on an important date

Can send you text msg on your cell phone

Current personal organizers allow scheduling of activities and events but no dynamic interfacing between your schedule and the world.  A common sense driven software agent allows your schedule to dynamically interface with your mobile phone, pda, and personal computer to assist in common sense tasks that are otherwise easy to forget.

Personal organizing agent uses common sense to interpret your scheduled entries and interact with you.

Changing your cell phone profile in real time with your schedule (class, meeting, interview)

Reminders are onerous to create on computers or on a mobile device.  

Nice to have schedule, automatically remind you with common sense.  Option to change common sense settings from

Type in schedule for a week.  Student’s schedule

Monday through Friday: Class

If you have scheduled an interview, the scheduling agent can tell you that


You need to dry clean your suit


You need to practice and prepare 

Mobile phones may cause embarrassment in social settings where noise is rude and inappropriate.  The common sense scheduling agent assists

Nice to have an agent that can infer with common sense for you when to have your phone on silent or normal even when you forget. Save yourself loads of embarrassment.
